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Depuis I'antiquité, le peuple grec vit sur les deux rives de la mer Egée. En 1923, a la suite de |la guerre
gréco-turque, a lieu la premiére grande purification ethnique du XXé&me siécle. Un million et demi de Grecs
quittent la Turquie et quatre cent mille Turcs se trouvent contraints de quitter la Gréce dans des conditions
inhumaines. Ce film reconstitue a travers 'histoire du village de Sinasos, de ses habitants turcs, des
témoignages des derniers survivants de cette tragédie et de leurs descendants, la mémoire de ce qu'était
la vie guotidienne de deux peuples en Asie mineure, qui, en dépit de leurs différences ethnigues,
culturelles et religieuses, ont vécu paisiblement ensemble pendant des siécles avant d'étre précipités dans
un conflit meurtrier par I'ambition d’'hommes politiques ultra-nationalistes grecs et turcs.

Since Antiquity, the Greek people have lived on both sides of the Aegean. In 1923, after the war between
Greece and Turkey, the first major ethnic cleansing of the 20th century. A million and a half Greeks had to
leave Turkey and four hundred thousands Turks were forced to leave Greece in inhuman conditions. This
film reconstructs throughout the story of the village of Sinasos and of its Turkish inhabitants, the accounis
of the last survivors of this tragedy and of their descendants, the memory of what the daily life of two
populations of Asia Minor was like which, in spite of their ethnic, cultural and religious differences lived
peacefully together for centuries before being thrown into a deadly conflict because of the ambition of the
Greek and Turkish nationalists.
